STREETS:
SNOW REMOVAL – Dave Hansen came to meeting to answer questions the Council had about his bid of $75 / hr/ machine. He informed the Council that he has 4 trucks, a V plow, and skid steers for snow removal. He would like a map of the town. He has insurance and would provide a contract. Sand & salt would be an extra fee of approximately $350. Council will decide at the November meeting. 

GRAVEL FOR ROAD TO LAGOON - no action taken.

REAFLENG PROPERTY – Bob Byers asked if he could take a couple tractor scoops of gravel that was piled down by lift station (left over from water main break repair) and put in Reafleng driveway. Terry Byers also requested a load of gravel be purchased and spread on N Oak St. north of North St. Bob Byers will order gravel when he orders some for him. Motion by T. Byers, 2nd by J. Williams, all ayes. Motion carried. 
WATER:

WELL – Council was informed of water main break that happened Monday morning and that the town was placed on a “Boil Order”. They were also informed of the progress on the back-up well. At this time, we are still waiting on electrical repairs to be done.

SEWER:  None
COMPLAINTS: - a written complaint was reviewed and discussed.

DOGS – Mayor informed Council that he had spoken with the Veterinarian in Oakland. They charge $15 / day for confining a dog. The town would be responsible for the bill which would then be charged to the animal’s owner. The town would also be responsible for catching and transporting animal to the vet. Mayor discussed implementing a dog registration fee. A LOT of discussion followed. No action taken on this at this time.

Council did vote to name Oakland Veterinary Clinic as the towns designated place for confining dogs. Motion by C. Carrigan, 2nd by N. Schondelmeyer, all ayes. Motion carried. 

Junk Cars – Cody Carrigan read from Council Minutes from 2004. He then asked M. Baumfalk to comply with current ordinances. C. Carrigan asked M. Baumfalk for a time frame on when his demo car would be running and M. Baumfalk responded that it will be running by next year. C. Carrigan wants letters sent out to anyone with junk vehicles and give them 6 months to comply with ordinances. Motion by J. Williams, 2nd by C. Carrigan, all ayes. Motion carried.
PARKS / PLAYGROUND:  Council was informed of the Henderson Christian Church doing a work night at the playground on Wednesday, October 12th at 6:00 pm. Motion was made to have Clerk send Thank you’s to all who come to help. Motion by C. Carrigan, 2nd by N.  Schondelmeyer, all ayes. Motion carried Council discussed getting more sand for the playground. Will discuss again later.  
LIBRARY: Clerk asked Council permission to purchase a new computer and printer for the Library and get rid of the two oldest computers. Then the Library will have two newer computers with a working printer. Council decided to let Clerk purchase these items up to $1500. Motion by C. Carrigan, 2nd by J. Eledge, all ayes. Motion carried.
NOVEMBER MEETING CHANGE:  Since the regular meeting date is on November 8th (election day) council voted to change November meeting to the 9th at 7:00 pm. Motion by C. Carrigan, 2nd by T. Byers, all ayes. Motion carried.
